
 
 
What kind of work will we be doing?  
 
We will be ministering to the people of the community, interacting with local 

childrenõs ministry, working on several work projects (including painting, 
construction, and other tasks) and have some involvement in local churches.  
 
Where will we be staying?  
 
The organization we are staying with is non -denominational Christian      
missionaries that have a large residence and boarding house in this country.  
They have an orphanage with about 15 unwanted children, and have      
mission trip teams come in year round so they are very familiar with how to 
host a group.  We will be staying in dorm style rooms in this private and safe 
residence, and the daily schedule will consist of breaking up into teams and 

either going to service projects or kids ministry.  It will be an amazing time! 
 

Why would a trip like this be beneficial?  

 

 Trusting God to provide funding for your trip (as well as working hard   

yourself to raise money) can be a great growing experience.  You will be 

amazed at how God will provide and you will feel a great sense of             

responsibility in the trip knowing that others are praying for you.  It will    

allow you to process the need for Christ in any and every culture and allow 

you to bring that passion back home to your school, town, and workplace.   

 

How much will this project cost?  

 

$800.  This price includes travel, lodging, meals, building materials, and  

training materials.  This does not include money you would need for         

personal expenses (souvenirs, etc...).  Although everyone would agree this   

is a lot of money, this is not the actual cost of the trip.  Woodside has given 

thousands of dollars to offset the real cost of the trip (approximately $1150 

per person).
